SBSC's long-term goal of courtwide language access was realized
through the 2022 Budget Act which provided new and ongoing

funding. In 2022, SBSC fulfilled 54,060 requests for Spanish translation
alone, with an additional 2,207 requests for languages other than
Spanish. We thank the Judicial Council and state legislators for their
continued partnership and investment.

If
an interpreter is not requested in advance and not readily available, the
court may continue the case. In a case requiring a sign language
interpreter, any party may request this service from courtroom staff or
the facility's ADA Coordinator.
